e Pandemic Electronic Benefit Transfer: The U.S. Department of
Agriculture has approved California for Pandemic EBT, a new food
assistance program for children in California who are living in
households struggling with food insecurity; each eligible child will
receive $5.70 per day for days in which school was closed

e California WIC (Women, Infants & Children): WIC nutrition and
breastfeeding support are available during stay-at-home orders; find
your WIC foods during the COVID-19 pandemic

e Community Action Partnership of Orange County: list of food and
